"Fix Concurrent Receipt" 
 

In the first of two scheduled hearings on Capitol Hill, the 

Veterans' Disability Benefits Commission (VDBC) 

Chairman reported the commission's recommendations to a 

very receptive House Veterans' Affairs Committee this past 

Wednesday.  LTG Terry Scott, USA (Ret.), particularly 

highlighted 14 "priority" recommendations, including an 

end to the disability offset to retired pay. 

 

Committee Chairman Bob Filner (D-CA) and Ranking 

Member Steve Buyer (R-IN) both praised the 

commissioners for their outstanding work.  Committee 

members specifically wanted to hear ways to shrink the VA 

claims backlog, provide greater family caregiver assistance, 

and improve seamless transition between DoD and VA 

programs. 

 

Next week, the Senate Veterans' Affairs Committee will 

hear from the VDBC and MOAA.  MOAA's Director of 

Government Relations, Col Steve Strobridge, USAF (Ret.), 

is scheduled to provide MOAA's views before the Senate 

panel on the recommendations from all of the various task 

forces and commissions appointed to review care and 

treatment of our wounded warriors.

MOAA Talks Recruiting 
 

Dr. Curtis Gilroy, Director of Accession Policy for the 

Department of Defense, spoke this week with MOAA 

Public Relations Director Col.  Marv Harris (USAF-Ret) 

and other military and veterans organization officials in a 

telephone update on military recruiting. 

 

Here are some of the highlights from the discussion: 

 Active services met FY2007 enlisted recruiting goals, 

totaling 181,000 new recruits  

 Pentagon quality standards are that 90% of entrants 

should have a high school diploma, and 60% should 

score above the median on the Armed Forces 

Qualification Test.  All services achieved the goals or 

came close to them except the Army, with only 70 

percent having a high school diploma 

 The recruiting market is difficult in this fifth year of 

war; America's youth have a lower propensity to join 

the military, especially since the economy is good.  

There are many other employment options available, 

and many young people canôt meet military physical 

standards 

 Bonuses will play a significant role in the next few 

years trying to keep junior officers on board to meet 

the leadership needs of a growing Army

Military Health Costs: A Relative 

Bargain 
 

Defense and Service leaders complain to Congress about 

growing military health care costs and claim they're 

impinging on funding for other readiness requirements 

(specifically, weapons programs). 

 

MOAA believes strongly that those leaders have an 

obligation to the nation to budget to meet all readiness 

requirements for both people and weapons programs, not 

one or the other.  If there's any shortfall in either area, it's 

because they didn't seek a large enough budget.  If 

Congress fails to provide adequate funding for either, then 

Pentagon leaders have an obligation to seek supplemental 

funding, rather than just making the services "eat the 

difference out of hide." 

 

In the larger context military spending on health care is 

hardly out of line with what's happening in the rest of 

America.  In fact, it's a relative bargain.  Check out 

MOAA's analysis on this topic.

Tricare adds coverage for breast 

cancer MRI screenings 
 

FALLS CHURCH, Va. (AFRNS) ï Recognizing the 

importance of early detection, the Tricare Management 

Activity recently changed its policy, adding coverage for 

Magnetic Resonance Imaging screening for women at high 

risk of developing breast cancer. 

 

The American Cancer Society has clear guidelines defining 

ñhigh riskò which doctors can use to determine who 

qualifies for the coverage.  If any qualified beneficiary 

receives this care in the near future and it is denied, they 

can resubmit their claim for reimbursement, said Tricare 

officials. 

 

ñAn MRI is a clearly superior tool for screening the highest 

risk women for breast cancer,ò said Army Maj. Gen. Elder 

Granger, deputy director of TMA.  ñWe want these women 

to have every chance to detect any cancer at the earliest 

possible stages.ò 

 

Breast cancer is the third most common cancer among 

Tricare beneficiaries and the second most common cause of 

cancer death for women in the United States.  An 

individualôs level of risk depends on a number of factors 

including age, family history and race.  Doctors can advise 

their patients of their individual risk factors, but even 

women of average or low risk should be vigilant, said the 

general. 

 

ñThe availability of MRI screenings does not reduce the 

importance of regular examinations,ò General Granger 

stressed.  ñAll women over 39 years old need to get those 

annual mammograms.  The key to dealing with cancer is 

early detection.ò 

 

Anyone who meets the criteria for a breast MRI will be 

covered by Tricare, retroactive to March 1.  If any qualified 

beneficiaries received this care on or after March 1 and it 

was denied, they can resubmit their claim for 

reimbursement.

Holiday deadlines rapidly 

approaching for troop support  
 

DALLAS (AFRNS) -- While the holidays may still seem 

far away, Americans hoping to show their support to 

deployed troops must be aware of some rapidly 

approaching deadlines.  According to the Military Postal 

Service Agency, mail going parcel post must be sent by 

Nov. 14, while first-class mail must be sent by Dec. 10 to 

arrive by Dec. 25. 

 

Besides deadlines, several other factors must be considered 

when sending mail to deployed troops.  For example, each 

country has customs regulations that apply to all incoming 

mail, pertaining to everything from food items to reading 

materials.  Furthermore, military units may also have 

additional restrictions imposed by unit commanders 

concerning mail size and weight for logistical reasons.  

Finally, all packages and mail must now be addressed to 

individual servicemembers as required by U.S. Department 

of Defense regulations. 

 

To help ease the mailing process and avoid many of the 

obstacles that come with the traditional care packages, the 

Army and Air Force Exchange Service created ñGifts from 

the Homefront.ò This campaign allows anyone to make a 

direct and tangible contribution to military morale with a 

gift certificate that can be redeemed for nearly anything a 

specific servicemember wants.
